We have audited the accompanying Financial Statements of The Dahanu Road Janata Co-operative Bank Ltd, (‘the Bank’) which
comprises of Balance Sheet as at March 31, 2022, the Statement of Profit and Loss for the year ended on March 31, 2022 and a
summary of significant accounting policies and other explanatory information incorporated in these financial statements of the bank
audited by us for the period from April 01, 2021 to March 31, 2022.
